Deuteronomy 29:1-29

God said in verse 19, “ …he will ﻿boast, saying, ‘I have peace though I walk in the stubbornness of my heart…” 

Although this verse was written about a person who might bring idolatry into the land of Israel and influence the entire nation to sin, it also sounds like so many people that we may know and care about in our own lives. In our culture God is often ignored or rejected because in His mercy He does not strike down every rebel with a bolt of lightning from heaven. Like some of the Israelites that we will read about in the prophetic books of the Old Testament, people today sarcastically challenge God to step into their lives if He is able, believing all the while that He is not.  God says in verse 20 that the man who defied Him like this would have his name blotted out. That is an interesting phrase because we are told by God’s word that our names are written in His book of life. Because of our Lord Jesus, God’s grace covers our own rebellion and the Holy Spirit living within us reveals to us the reality of our God. What about those who do not know Jesus? When our Lord returns and we all stand before Him, how many of our friends and co-workers will tremble with fear at the realization that God really does rule over all people?


As you and I go about our lives today, whether at home, school, work, or just enjoying some time off, there is something that we can be doing every moment. By our actions and our love, we can show people that God does make a difference in our lives. By who we are in Christ we can show them that Jesus’ death on the cross gave us life. Not only eternal life in His presence, but as Jesus described it—abundant life, the life available to us through our Lord right now!
