Ezekiel 10:1 - 11:25  

One would almost like to call the Hollywood techies and ask them to make a five minute computer-aided video of chapters 9, 10, and 11. What a sight Ezekiel saw! In this vision the prophet beheld the glory of God depart His temple and His city. 

Chapter 11’s part of the vision concerns the leaders and people still in Jerusalem six years before the end. They believed that they had been left by God and that the city was theirs to rebuild; that they were the chosen by God to prosper while the real sinners suffered in Babylon. Again the leaders were caught up in self-deception and lies. It was they who had caused the death and destruction already seen in the city and their obstinate disobedience would bring more. Their self-conjured symbol of the pot of meat (some say symbolizing normalcy; some say symbolizing themselves as the choice presence in the now protected city) was a lie. 

The Holy Spirit is the One who transported Ezekiel to each part of the massive vision presented to the prophet. It’s interesting that Ezekiel did not just “awaken” from his vision. The Spirit transported him to Jerusalem and then back to his home and the elders present. The last part of chapter 11 is the first message of hope in Ezekiel’s ministry. Both he and the elders were assured by a loving Father that restoration would come, but only after further disaster back in their homeland.
