Hebrews 4:1 – 16

At the end of chapter 3 the writer pointed out that in the wilderness after leaving Egypt, God said that the disobedient would not enter “His rest”. Most presumed that God meant that they would not be allowed into the Promised Land; that was true but He meant even more.  The message for the Hebrew Christians was that there is still a rest to come; a rest that cannot be entered by works. It is only by resting from working for salvation and accepting it as a gift of God’s grace (verse 10) that one could enter the ultimate rest of God’s kingdom. 

Verse 14 begins an encouragement for the believer to cling to the grace of God in Christ, who was tempted as a Man, but never sinned, and therefore became the one perfect sacrifice for the sins of all.
