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1 Chronicles 5:1 - 8:40

The tribes that entered the promised land were strong and led by God. Their armies were triumphant whenever they followed the lead of God. He had rescued them from slavery in Egypt; led them to the new land; driven out their enemies by aiding them in battle; and provided the needs of their descendants. But 5:25 (NASB) says, “…they acted treacherously against the God of their fathers and played the harlot after the gods of the peoples of the land….”  So God used Assyria to punish His people in the nation of Israel. They had turned from the care and love of God and to their own devices.  God did not turn them over to their enemies until there was no other course for Him to take. 

There is no final statement about Judah in this section because the story of the kings of Judah, already told in I and II Kings, will now be retold with additional information. As it said often in Kings, “…are not the rest of the acts of King [So and So] written in…..”
