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1 Thessalonians 3:1 – 13
Chapter 3 begins by opening another small window for us into Paul's daily activities. He sent Timothy to them because of his anxious concern for the young church. He just had to know how they were doing.

    In verses 3-4, "we" appears to refer to Paul and his fellow Christians. Verses 6-10 express Paul's joy at the news from Timothy that they are well, and an encouragement to their faith.


Beginning in verse 11 and to the end of the chapter, Paul turns all of his concerns and all of his efforts over to God. Isn’t that the secret to peace? Paul was one to drive himself well beyond what we might call a “sense of duty”, but at the end of the day he turned all of his own efforts over to the Father so that He could assure His will in whatever goal Paul pursued.
