Psalms 18:1 - 22:31
The first two psalms in today’s reading reflect the heart of the king praising and glorifying God as his support, his strength in battle, and his provider. Even nature proclaims God’s glory without ceasing. God’s word is a constant teacher and encourager of His servants. The singer expresses our own concern that we often sin even when we don’t realize it. The final verse of Psalm 19 is offered by many pastors as they begin to share God’s word from the pulpit.

Psalm 20 would have been sung by the people gathered together with the king in support of a planned campaign or project.
Psalm 22 is familiar because we have read it quoted during Jesus’ time of suffering and death on the cross. Parts of it also describe accurately our Lord’s execution day. Commentators point out that the psalm doesn’t fit any known time in David’s life and refers to the subject’s death, not an illness. They also note that there is no confession of sin or call for retribution, which makes it even more compelling as a description of Jesus’ passion.
