Revelation 10:1 – 11

Again John’s vision returns to a relative quiet, but not as quiet as when the eagle soared across the scene. The angel now appearing who can place one foot in the sea and one on the land (all of earth) must have had an enormous, thundering voice. John, however, is told not to write down what the thunderous booms say.  Commentator William Barclay reminds us that Paul had a similar experience in his life (2 Corinthians 12:4). Both men knew what was revealed but could not write it down or express it. Barclay says this, “God sometimes tells a man more than that man can say or than his generation can understand.” 


Verses 6-7 declare that the mysteries of God proclaimed through the prophets will become clear in the end and the almighty Creator of the earth will be vindicated by His own hand.  Nothing that has been said in Scripture about Him or His Son will any longer be questioned!

Then John is given a scroll. Much like Ezekiel (3:1), John is told to eat the book. This implies that he was to study and “digest” its meaning. It is a message of both good news and bad. This prophecy about to be revealed was not to remain silent.
