Revelation 15:1-8

Chapter 15 allows us to see those who rejected man’s wisdom in favor of following the path set by God. John saw those who had overcome the beast and were standing in heaven praising God. In the world’s eye, the Christian of the USSR mentioned in yesterday’s Digging Deeper would choose to be the “radish” with its red skin and white center, thus preserving his life or at least avoiding the curse of being denied an education and position in the nation.  In John’s vision he sees the truth. Those that endure persecution and stand for Christ even when it means death will receive a reward far beyond what the world can imagine. This message would have resonated in the hearts of those Christians of John’s time who were facing death at the hand of Rome. 

Then John sees the angels of judgment being sent forth by God. In contrast to the joy felt by those who were singing praise to God in heaven, those on earth who worshiped the beast were about to suffer the final wrath of the Creator.
